We are nine schools from all over Europe, with various educational backgrounds (military, veterinary, catholic, nursery, agricultural, private and traditional). The final product (an optional course –to be taught in school) and the activities included in the project (working in transnational groups, creating the web page, writing emails, designing a project logo, visits, producing documentaries, taking interviews) will give the students an image based on the concrete reality and not on the inherited stereotypes.
